The sound of summer is going to big this winter if top UK Surf band The Surfin’ Lungs have
anything to do with it - their fifth album is out now and is receiving an in store promotional
campaign in every branch of HMV in the country.

The band, who have been around for 12 years, have built up a loyal following and have become
the leading exponent of the surf/garage sound in Europe leading to numerous continental gigs and
radio appearances. With their trademark surf guitars, trashy organ, tight harmonies, 3 minute pop
songs and the loud Hawaiian shirts, they are described as “Early Beach Boys meet The Ramones
with more fun than a barrel of Monkees!”
